 “WHO KNOWS YOU? 
 
 
 
 

How many times have you said, “There is no one who really knows and understands 
me?”  How many people really do know you?  Do they know the person you want them to 
know, or the REAL YOU? 
 

David said, “O Lord, you have examined my heart and know everything about me. (Ps 
139:1)” When God searches us, we cannot hide our weakness, mistakes, and failures from Him.  
Our lives are completely open to God.  God knows that which we try to hide from even our best 
friends. 
 

The all-knowing God knows where we are and what we are experiencing every moment.  
He knows our loneliness, discouragement, and disappointments.  He knows when dear ones 
forsake us.  He knows when our world seems to be falling apart around us and there is nothing 
we can do.  NOTHING TAKES GOD BY SURPRISE. 
 

God knows our ordinary, everyday movements, even our sitting and our standing.  God 
knows our inward thoughts even before they mature in our minds. 
 

God plans our paths ahead.  “You chart the path ahead of me, and tell me where to stop 
and rest.  Every moment You know where I am.” (vs 3) The King James translation reads, 
“Thou...art acquainted with all my ways.” 
 

Not only does God plan our walk, but God accompanies us on it.  God surrounds us with 
His presence.  “You both precede and follow me, and place Your hand of blessing on my head.” 
(vs 5) 
 

Today, God knows us better than any person knows us.  God knows us better than we 
know ourselves.  God knows our innermost longings and desires.  God knows our motives and 
our purposes, which often those nearest us do not understand.  God knows our weakness and 
failures, yet God loves us with a steadfast and unchanging love.  Not only does God know us as 
we are, but God knows the potential of what we can be in Jesus Christ.
